Motion by Marsha second by John to approve financials, eight ayes


Small claims action against 1941 113th Avenue was heard on June 29, 2912, at 9:00 a.m.  Lindsay, John, Judy, and Marsha attended the hearing.  We settled for $3,360 out of $4,035.58.  Homeowner agreed to pay $125 per month by ACH.  Motion by Marsha that our accountant send homeowner a letter and the form which will permit this automatic withdrawal.  First payment is due August 15, 2012.  However, according to ACH, payments are taken the first business day of the month.  

DECLARATIONS AND BY-LAWS


A meeting is planned with the Association attorney, Timothy Erb, to discuss the new declarations and by-laws on July 26, 2012, at 4:30 pm.  [Board members who did attend the meeting were:  John, Mary, Marsha, Judy, and Richard.]

MAINTENANCE


Painting is finished except for small amount in front of 1907 113th Lane.  For location of leftover paint that is available for homeowner use for touchup, addresses storing pain for their buildings are:  1885 113th Ave., 1907 113th Lane, and 1915 113th Lane.  We need a volunteer for the remaining building.

1909 113th Avenue:  Outdoor railing is loose.  $75 additional cost.  Motion by Marsha, second by Judy to approve this expense, eight ayes.

11389 Martin is now advising maintenance that there are woodpecker holes on the side of her unit.  Homeowner is also advising that those boards are also rotten.  Maintenance will look at this issue.

1911 113th Lane states that the painting job is horrible.  Last time that building was painted, it was left unpainted over the winter and was not primed in the spring before painting.  Painters used ten gallons of paint on the lane side of that building.  Homeowner is also concerned about some rotten boards.  Maintenance will look at this issue. 

1906 113th Lane has two dead oak trees.  $800 to remove tree to stump then spray and paint stump.  Will be removed as soon as possible because dead due to oak wilt.  Motion Judy, second by Ron, eight ayes.


1870 113th Lane – large sink hole.  We can save the tree if we edge the area, put in some dirt, the fill with rock.  A nearby area will get additional dirt and seed that the homeowner will need to keep watered:  Mickman Brothers bid $1,300; PD Landscaping bid $1,000.  Motion by Mary, second by John to approve up to $1,000. Marsha thinks she can get the bid down to $750.  Eight ayes.


1902 113th Lane – lilac bush needs to be removed.  PD Landscaping will remove bush, fill hole, and haul away for $300.  Motion by Mary, second by Ron.  Eight ayes.


1908 114th Avenue:  sinkhole in center of driveway.  Plan is to cut a 3’ square hole, fill and patch for $350.  If it appears to be a sewer or water main leak, the City may be responsible for part of the cost.  If driveway needs to be pulled out and totally replaced, cost is $11,250 by Fairfax Asphalt.  Discussion whether it would be better to just replace the whole driveway or just patch and replace at a later time.  Motion by Mary second by Ellen to try the patch first.  Eight ayes.  [Subsequent to the board meeting it was discovered that the sink hole included many tunnels (possibly gophers, moles, etc.) and additional sinking areas.  It was decided to replace driveway.  When involves the majority of the driveway was pulled up it was discovered that sinkhole was most likely caused by debris buried by the builders was decaying.]


There are two driveways that have been replaced in the last few years.  Discussion whether we need to sealcoat these driveways to increase their life will be tabled to next meeting pending outcome of driveway at 1908 114th Avenue.


Garage aprons planned for replacement this year will cost $7,300.  We need to get another bid.  


PD Landscaping bid $8,000 to:  trim/remove/replace shrubbery, repair retaining walls, top off with rock (approximately 30 yards of rock).  This is for the four buildings on this year’s paint cycle.  Marsha wants to negotiate and try to get bid down another $1,000.  Landscaping is then planned to continue along with paint cycle.  Approval for this is tabled until next meeting to see if we have enough funds after 1908 114th Avenue driveway issue is resolved.


Apron at 1903 113th Lane will not be repaired this year.  There are other aprons in worse condition.  Ron will talk to homeowner about this.  This apron will be examined again next year along with all other unrepaired aprons.


Judy is to be reimbursed $42.37 for the paint used at 11435 Martin Street garage.

Motion by Judy second by Richard to adjourn at 8:24 pm
